The Server provides a simple “click and watch” launch portal and an intuitive viewing experience enabled 
by the InStream™ player, eliminating the need for pre-installed players on end-user desktops. The same familiar InStream™ viewing 
experience is maintained when viewing unicast streams. 
 
Setup Made Easy   The Furnace Unicast Streaming Server arrives pre-configured with your initial network settings. Simply place it in 
the rack, connect the network cable to the Gigabit switch port, apply power, then enter the IP address or DNS name into a Web 
browser and launch the InStream™ player to watch the live stream(s) via unicast.
