Smooth motion will be achieved with the system’s fast frame rate of
50 interlaced frames per second, which creates the natural image edge blurring necessary for 3-
D images to look realistic. HaiVision will supply transmission codecs that combine HD video
compression with the lowest latency performance available, enabling two-way signal latency of

fewer than 200 milliseconds — approximately six times faster than satellite.
